! ELIGIBILITY AND INSTRUCTIONS!  

 
Honors Awards are for students who demonstrate a very high level of academic achievement.  Financial need is not required and 
the competition is extremely rigorous. Only high school seniors graduating in June 2008 who have attended at least four of the six 
secondary grade years at a Southern Santa Barbara County (i.e. Goleta, Santa Barbara, Carpinteria) high school are eligible.  The student 
must be a U.S. citizen or legal permanent resident, and the student and his/her family must be residents of Santa Barbara County. 
 
1. Complete the APPLICATION FORM 
 
 

2. WRITE A PERSONAL STATEMENT / ESSAY Type on your paper and enclose it with your application.  This Personal 
Statement should demonstrate what is important to you and what your motivation is.  Your essay should discuss your 
academic goals, but not read as just a list of accomplishments and activities.  We read your essay to find out more about 
you -- so please take your time and compose a personal essay. Grammar, spelling, and clarity of purpose are important. 

 
 

3. Submit ACADEMIC TRANSCRIPTS:  The grade transcript should include all of 10th and 11th grades and all SAT scores.  
(ACT scores will only be accepted if the student never took the SAT.) Students should also submit transcripts for classes 
taken at a college, if these grades are not posted on the high school transcript.  If your high school has not yet recorded 
your SAT scores on your transcript, then submit to the Scholarship Foundation a copy of the SAT score report that you 
received at home or online. (Note: Only SAT scores officially posted on a SAT score report by the November 15 deadline will 
be accepted. No SAT score reports will be accepted after November 15.) 

 
 

4. Submit one (1) ACADEMIC RECOMMENDATION LETTER. The letter must be from a recent instructor. Instructors may 
either mail their letter directly to the Foundation, or instructors may give their letter to the student in a sealed envelope to 
include with the application. You may remove the attached Academic Letter of Recommedation form provided in this packet 
and present it to your instructor, or ask your instructor to use school letterhead or their own paper. 

 
 

5. Submit one (1) EMPLOYER / SUPERVISOR RECOMMENDATION LETTER.  If you are not currently employed, 
you may ask a former employer to submit a recommendation letter.  If you have never been employed, you may ask an 
additional academic instructor or guidance counselor to write a recommendation letter for you.  Or, think about other 
activities -- community service, child care, assisting at your church, or participation in an activity or sport.  Ask a 
supervisor in one of these activities to write a recommendation letter if you wish. Supervisors may either mail their letter 
directly to the Foundation, or give their letter to the student in a sealed envelope to include with the application. You may 
remove the attached Employer/Supervisor Letter of Recommendation form provided in this packet and present it to your 
Supervisor/Employerr, or ask your Employer/Supervisor to use company letterhead,  school letterhead, or their own paper. 
 

 

6. INTERVIEW.  Only qualified applicants with completed files will be considered for a personal interview.  It is your 
responsibility to be sure your application file is complete.  If you are selected for an interview, we will contact you by 
phone, email or postcard when interviews begin in December 2007.  Only a small number of applicants are interviewed, 
and scholarship winners are selected from the interview group. 

 
NOTE:   If you are selected as a recipient of a 2008-2009 Honors Scholarship from the Scholarship Foundation, you are NOT 
eligible to apply for the 2008-2009 General Scholarship Program or Art Scholarship Program.  (i.e. you may receive only one 
2008-2009 scholarship award from the Scholarship Foundation.)  If you are not selected as a recipient of the Honors Scholarship 
Program, the Foundation will consider forwarding your Honors Scholarship application materials to the General Scholarship 
Program, if you submit additional required documents. The General Scholarship Program requires additional documents, including 
a Family Financial Statement, Application Guidelines, Donor Matching List, and a copy of the 2007 Family Tax Return.
